Appendix B of the Reimbursement Policies and Procedures Manual has been established to file memoranda issued by Central Reimbursement throughout the year, and each memo will be assigned a number. Financials For Consumers In Jail
District 19 has contracts with a couple of local jails to bill for some services rendered to inmates.  In order to ensure that those contracted services are billed to the jail correctly, a financial needs to be completed indicating the fund source for the jail.  Currently, we have contracts with Southside Regional Jail and Dinwiddie County Jail.  

Since jail consumers could receive other services not billable under a jail contract or the consumer could be at a jail with which D19 has no contract, a financial needs to be completed for all jail consumers indicating 100% discount for self-pay.  

Financials for Consumers Released from Jail
The eligibility screen in CMHC must always be checked when a consumer presents for services.  If there is a jail fund source listed and the consumer has been released, please be sure to complete an updated or annual (whichever is appropriate) financial to lapse the jail fund source; otherwise, services will continue to be billed to the jail fund source.  Submit the completed financial to Central Reimbursement.

This also applies to consumers who may be transferred from one clinic to the other.  The receiving clinic must check the eligibility screen to review fund sources.  Complete financials to reflect current funding for the consumer and submit to Central Reimbursement.
